WHILE YOU ARE IN TOWN

North Coast Harbor
¢ North Coast Harbor includes Cleveland's most notable attractions. The |.M. Pei-designed Rock & Roll Hall of
Fame, Great Lakes Science Center, and FirstEnergy Stadium, home of the Cleveland Browns, sit side-by-side
along Lake Erie. Voinovich Bicentennial Park juts into the harbor off East 9th Street Pier and makes for
impressive skyline photo opps. The area becomes a hotspot of activity during football games and summer
events.

Edgewater Park

o Edgewater Beach, located in lower Edgewater Park, has something from everyone. Make a day of it and rent a
cabana along the shoreline or join a pick-up game of beach volleyball. Stroll along the beach while enjoying a
delicious scoop of Honey Hut ice cream from Eats and Treats concession stand. Experience panoramic views of
downtown Cleveland from the shore and experience a breath-taking sunset. Edgewater Beach is accessible from
both the lower section of Edgewater Park as well as the Upper section. The 2,400-foot beach features 1,000 feet
of swimming access. The westernmost portion of the beach is dog friendly. The beach also provides kayaking
access.

Flats East Bank
¢ Once a heavily industrial area of the Cuyahoga River

DELIVERING INNOVATIVE Flats, the Flats East Bank is one of Cleveland's

DESIGN FOR BUILDINGS & premier entertainment districts. In the 1980s and
1990s, as manufacturing slowly dissipated

STRUCTURES throughout the United States, the Flats transformed

itself into an entertainment destination. With the
highest concentration of bars in the Midwest, the
Flats quickly achieved a party-animal status. In 2010,
plans began for a $750 million redevelopment that
would bring the energy of the Flats back online. By
2016, residents and visitors had access to new
housing, dining and river activities. Today,
illuminated bridges, outdoor patios and conversation
light up both the East and West Banks every night of
the week. On the East Bank, restaurants, served with
a side of backyard games, wind around Front Street
and 0ld River Road along the boardwalk.

North Coast Waterfront Development Corporation (NCWDC), the not-for-profit
entity will assist the City of Cleveland with the equitable development of the
North Coast Lakefront. Scott is serving as the first executive director and will
spearhead the implementation of the community’s vision for Cleveland’s
Lakefront. He is responsible for organizational leadership, advocacy, funding
strategies and maintaining alignment with public and private sector
stakeholders.

Skinner most recently served as vice president of development at The NRP
Group LLC where his responsibilities included deal origination, initial
underwriting and due diligence, political approvals and community outreach for
both market rate and affordable multifamily development projects in Ohio,
Michigan and Indiana. He also led NRP’s federal advocacy work to promote
policies that advance affordable housing development at the national level.

Prior to joining NRP in 2017, Skinner served as a writer for the San Francisco
Chronicle, a Peace Corps volunteer doing community development work in the
country of Georgia and a corporate fundraiser for Capital Partners for Education,
a large nonprofit organization in Washington DC.
